VEHICULAR FERRY TO
CONTINENT

F. Bustard’s Plans to
Use LS.Ts

Col.

Frank Bustard & Sons, Ltd.,
announce that they have made
arrangements with the Ministry of

Transport for the acquisition of three
L.S.T.s (Landing Ship, Tanks) for
inaugurating a transport ferry service
for the conveyance of road vehicles to
the Continent, to be known as the
Continental- Line Transport Ferry
Service.

The vessels to be acquired are of 4157
tons gross, having a length of 347 ft.,
a breadth of 55 ft., and a vehicle
capacity of from 60 to 100, according

to size. It is planned to bring the first
ship, the Empire Baltic, into service
early this month, and she will be
followed by the' Empire Cedric and

Empire Celtic. The service will be from
Tilbury to 'Calais, Antwerp, Rotter-
dam and Hamburg, or other ports by
arrangement.

The company point out that wartime
experience developed the practicability
of conveying road vehicles by ship by
running them on. board without the
necessity for utilising shore cranes or
ships’ derricks. The saving in time was
considerable, as there was no occasion
to prepare the vehicles for shipment,
sling or stow in the ships’ hold. To
those in the Services who had the
advantage of operating these vessels,
their commercial possibilities after the
war as cross-Channel carriers of road
vehicles became patent. It is believed
that this is a vital development in the
transport industry as the possibility
is created for the cross-Channel con-
veyance of all types of road vehicles,
no matter how heavy or large, afford-
ing door-to-door service and ensuring
quick transit.

The directors of the company respon-
sible for the new venture are Lieut.-
Colonel Frank Bustard, Mr. N.
Bustard and Major John H. Bustard.
It may be recalled that in 1934 Major
(as ho then was) Frank Bustard, who
was formerly passenger traffic manager
of the White Star Line, was associated
with plans for a new Noi-th Atlantic

service at a minimum tourist fare of
£10, excluding meals, for which pas-
sengers would have paid on a

restaurant basis. His first intention
was to acquire tonnage of the Red Star

Line, which was for sale, but the
scheme met with Government dis-
approval on the ground that it was
contrary to the official policy of
rationalisation, the Government
having recently authorised funds for
restarting construction of the Queen

Mary following the completion of nego-
tiations for the merger of the Cunard
and W hite Star companies. Later,
Av.qor' Bustard revived his scheme and
entered into negotiations with Viekers-
Armstrongs for the building of two
30,000-ton ships, but nothing further
had transpired before the war started.
Released from miilitary duties, Colonel
Bustard announced last July that he
was restarting his business as ship
manager, charterer and agent under
the style of Frank Bustard & Sons,

Ltd. The company have occupied
premises *at _ 20, Cockspur Street,
S.W. 1, their former premises at
Norway House, Cockspur  Street,

having been taken over by the Norwe-
gian authorities.

VOYAGES IN SMALL SHIPS

Ministry of Transport Warning

An announcement by the Ministry of
Transport states that it has come to
their notice that passages to distant
oversea destinations are being offered
in a number of small ships quite
unsuitable for the proposed voyages.
Under the provisions of the Merchant
Shipping Acts, the Ministry point out,
such ships are liable to be stopped from
sailing and to be detained if, by reason
of undermanning or the defective con-
ditions of their hull, equipment or
machinery, they are unfitted to proceed
to sea without serious danger to human
life, having regard to the nature of the
service for which they are intended.

Moreover, any person who sends, or
attem pts to send, or is party to sending or
attempting to send, a British ship to sea
in such an unseaworthystatethatthelife
of any person is likely to be thereby
endangered is liable to be prosecuted
for a criminal offence. The Ministry
of Transport, the announcement adds,
desire to bring these facts to the notice
of all concerned, and in particular to
warn members of the public of the need
to satisfy themselves, among other
things, that the ships in which the
passages are offered are not likely to be
stopped from proceeding before
accepting offers of oversea passages of
the kind mentioned above or making
any payment in respect of such offers.

DANISH CURRENCY AIDS FOR
TOURISTS

(OPENHAGEX. .Saturday
The Danish National Bank announces
that arrangements have been made for
changing foreign currency on board
ships and ferries to facilitate travel by
foreign tourists and to restrict black
market trade in foreign currency. The
Bank further states that travellers’
cheques and letters of credit can in
future be brought in and taken from
the country without special declara-
tion-—Reuter.

MINES OFF MALAYA

Sweeping Operations
Nearly Completed

SINGAPORE, Sunday
Minesweeping off the Malayan coast
is now nearly complete, with over 2000
mines swept up—a task which has cost
the Royal Navy and Royal Indian
Navy 200 lives. Minesweepers will soon
start the hazardous operation of clear
ing magnetic and acoustic mines laid
by Allied aircraft off the Tenasserim
coast, South Burma. Until the mines
have been cleared wooden naval vessels
will continue the dangerous job of tow-
ing barges laden with rice and medical
supplies to the port of Tavoy, and other
points between Mergui in the south and
Maulmain in the north, which lack
land communications. By the end of
October it is hoped that no area be-
tween Ceylon and Hongkong will he
barred to shipping because of mines.—
Reuter.

RETURN OF 7TH FLOTILLA

The 7th Minesweeping Flotilla,

SHORTAGE OF FOUNDRY CAPACITY

To the Editor of “ Lloyd’'s List

Sir, — Since writing recently on
the subject of boiler tube shortage
| appear to have encountered some-
thing even more acute, namely, the
almost complete absence of any avail-
able capacity in iron foundries. It
may save some of your readers a cer-
tain amount of wasted time in making
abortive inquiries if | mention that my
firm has approached foundries in all
parts of the British Isles in an endea-
vour to get even an idea of delivery
for various diesel castings.

I do, of course, refer entirely to iron
foundries as | believe the steel casting
situation is not so grim as it was dur-
ing the war ; but I know for a fact that
one iron foundry is turning aside orders
to the value of £5000 every week, and
they have enough work to keep them
going for the next two years. Ap-
parently the acute shortage of good
moulders is causing some of the trouble,
but whatever the cause the difficulty

is a most disconcerting one, and |
believe quite a number of firms are
resorting to the alternative of re-
designing their castings for fabrica-
tion in mild steel, so perhaps the
welding firms will come to the rescue
where this alternative is practicable.—

BUILDING OF SIX U.S. WARSHIPS
STOPPED

WASH INGTON. Saturday
The United States Navy has stopped
construction of six partially built war-
ships, including a new aircraft carrier
and the battleship Kentucky. Vice-
Admiral F. L. Cochrane, Chief of the
Bureau of Ships, said yesterday that
work on the six would be suspended for
at least a year in conformity with Presi-
dent Truman’s orders for economy and
to release ship workers and materials
for essential civilian needs. The con-
struction of 11 other warships would
be continued, but at a slower pace than
originally planned.—Exchange Tele-
graph Company.

S. WALES COAL EXPORTS

Further Cuts Necessary to
Meet Winter Needs

From Our Own Correspondent

CARDIFF, Saturday

The poor prospects of the foreign
export trade over the rest of the yeai
have occasioned some dismay among
local operators. Only small shipments
ot some inferior varieties have been
possible for a long time now
from this district, and indications
are that these will have to he
further curtailed in order to assist the
authorities in preparing for a very dif-
ficult winter at home. In face of the
failure of all attempts to bring produc-

tion more nearly into line with
requirements, some of the cheaper
classes which have been going abroad

are likely to be withheld from ship-
ment. The amounts allocated for
shipment from Wales to Europe in

September have been reduced, France
being down to 9000 tons (10,000 tons in
August), tip to June this year France
was receiving about 50,000 tons a
month. This was mainly anthracite duff
for briquetting purposes, and at pre-
sent it is planned to use more of this
for the manufacture of patent fuel for
home use.

Mr. Arthur Horner, new secretary
of the National Union of Mineworkers,
speaking in South Wales during the
week, said that production needs were
now so great that the time had come
to apply the slogan, that if a man would
not work neither should he eat. But
the community must be prepared to
concede to the miners a new status
which would express the importance of
the work they did in terms of. working
and living conditions.

Mr. Alf Davies, vice-president of the
South Wales area of the Union, is to
act as president, as a result of the
appointment of Mr., Arthur Horner as
general secretary of the Union, until
the annual delegate meetings next
April, when the post, which is a paid
one. will be open to ballot.

Colliery officials (overmen, firemen
and shotmen), numbering between 1300
and 1500, from about 70 mines in the
West Wales anthracite district, have
decided to hand in their notices as
from to-morrow. They complain that
the owners have repeatedly failed to
concede three long-standing requests—
additional payment for work in wet
districts, application of seniority rules
in promotion, and elimination of non-
unionism. If the decision is kept, about
20.000 anthracite miners would be
affected a fortnight later.

BRITAIN'S LEAD IN RADAR

Almost Perfect " Set Within
Two Years

From Our Own Correspondent

LIVERPOOL, Sunday

Sir Robert Watson-Watt, who is
deputy chairman of the Radio Board
of the British Cabinet, paid a great
tribute at Liverpool to the way in
which Liverpool is leading the world
in the matter of marine radar. He
declared that Liverpool was using in-
ventions to-day which every other port
would be using two years hence Radar

at sea was vital to successful naviga-
tion by ships when entering port
during poor visibility.

Sir Robert said Britain was still

ahead of the rest of the world in most
fields of radar development. W ith full
encouragement from the authorities he
believed that it would be possible to
produce the “ almost perfect” radar
set within two years. He revealed that

Britain had offered to all liberated
European countries the use of radar
equipment which was used by the
R.A.F. to make possible the famous
1000-bomber raids on Germany. “ We
must achieve a standard international
equipment,” he said. “ It is no use

equipping our 'planes and airports with
British radar if foreign aircraft flying
to this country do not understand our

signals. Our aim is to create a com-
mon system of traffic control in
Europe.”

DISABLED PERSONS 1

Employment Quota Raised

As from yesterday the *“ standard
percentage " for the purpose of the
quota scheme under the Disabled Per-
sons (Employment) Act, of 1944, is
raised from 2 per cent, to 3 per cent.
This means that an employer of 20 or
more persons who does not already em-
ploy a 3 per cent, quota of registered
disabled persons will be required
allocate any vacancies which occur on
his staff to such persons until his quota

to

is reached. Exception is made for the
reinstatement of former employees,
and for the -engagement of non-

registered persons, by permission of the
Ministry of Labour and National Ser-
vice, where no suitable registered dis-
abled person is available for the job.

Further, an employer may not dis-
charge a registered disabled person
without “ reasonable cause ” if he is

below his 3 per cent, quota, or if the
discharge would bring him below it. An
employer who wants to engage a
registered disabled person in order to
make up his quota may notify the
vacancy to a Local Office of the
Ministry of Labour and National Ser-
vice. If he wishes to engage the worker-
direct, he can satisfy himself that the
person is in fact registered by examin-
ing the certificate of registration held
by the registrant.

For the calculation of the quota, a
fraction less than one-half is ignored,
but a fraction of one-half or more
counts as a full unit. Thus, 3 per cent,
of 20 producing 3-5, the employer of 20
workers would have a quota of one; a
percentage of 3 applied to a total of
50 workers producing 1), the employer
of 50 workers would have a quota of
two; on a total staff of 84, the quota
becomes three; and so on.

“DESIGNATED” EMPLOYMENTS

As from yesterday also, two classes
of employment are “ designated " as
specially suitable for disabled persons,
namely, employment as passenger elec-
tric lift attendant, and employment as
car park attendant. This means that
an employer may not engage for such
employment any person who is not
registered as disabled, unless (a) the
person is a former employee entitled to
reinstatement, or (b) the employer
obtains a permit from the Ministry of

Labour oil the ground that no regis-
tered disabled person is suitable and
available. A permit will also be re-

quired for the transfer of a oon-regis-
tered person to such employment. The
obligations upon employers under this
part, of the Act apply irrespective of
the total number of workers employed,
and are additional to the quota obliga-
tion in the case of employers with 20
or more workers. The restriction
applies only to new engagements for.
or transfers to, the’'" designated ” em-
ployments ; it will not prevent the con-
tinued employment with the same em-
ployer of non-disabled workers who held
such employment before Sept,. 1, 1946.

SHIPPING SALES

The steamer Edna, 890 tons gross
(1275 d.w.), built at Sunderland in
1905, has been sold by Det Bergenske
Dampskipsselskap, Bergen, to the
Rederi-a.b. Hera (Mr. Albert John-
son), Mariehamn, for £25,250. The
steamer Kora (817 tons gross, built

1922) has been sold to Greece; she will

be taken over after her return to
Bergen. The “ Norges Handels og
Sjofartstidende ” reports that the

Bergenske company intends also to sell
its steamer Clio (556 tons gross, built
1922). The Bergenske steamer Cygnus
(1349 tons gross, built 1940), which was
built for coal or oil firing, is at present
being converted to burn oil only. The
Skips A/S. Nanset, Larvik. has bought
the Swedish motor tanker Leo, 9600
tons d.w., built at Gotaverken, Gothen-
burg, in 1928, and the vessel is being
renamed Snipaas.

Thé Tyr, belonging to the Royal Nor-
wegian Navy, lias been sold to a
syndicate of which Mr. Sverre G.
Sivertsen, Bergen, is managing owner.
Tile Tyr, of about 300 tons, has just
completed extensive repairs.

Fridtjof Kristiansens Rederi, Oslo,
have sold their steamer Transport
(3100 tons d.w.) to Denmark ; the vessel
was built at Caen in 1921.

The 87
fixed interest stocks fell by £967,000
and the 278 variable dividend securi-
ties by £38,425,000. In the latter

TRAFFIC AT OSLO

THE COAL TRADE

Special Market Reports

From Our Own Correspondents

CARDIFF

Trading conditions remain extremely
difficult on the steam coal market.
There is a sustained home demand, but
with collieries hard pressed to keep
pace with existing contract commit-
ments supplies for early delivery
remain extremely difficult to arrange.
As a rule, producers are still having
to substitute some of the cheaper sorts
in deliveries to the public utility and
industrial concerns in order to prevent
further accumulations of arrears.
Export trade is extremely slow, and
under the quotas is strictly limited so
far as ordinary business is concerned.

SWANSEA

Difficulties ill respect of supplies
seem more acute as existing home
requirements are heavy and are
accounting for the bulk of the present
production of anthracites, and export

operations are even slower. Further
trading is therefore extremely re-
stricted. Machine-made boiler nuts

are fully stemmed, while stove sizes
are so tight that it is impossible to
get delivery over the next two months.
Among steams,1 finest locomotive
large are keeping prominent, and the
lower grades are consistently cleared.

NEWCASTLE

A fresh dispute has taken place at
Harton Colliery, South Shields, where
1300 men and lads are employed and
which has a good record for exceeding
the production target figure of 6500
tons weekly. Work stopped on Thurs-
day night in consequence of a wages
claim by coal cutters. It was arranged
to submit the case to the Durham
Miners’ Association. In other respects
work was proceeding steadily at
Durham and Northumberland pits.
Demand for all qualities is increasingly
keen and September loading arrange-
ments are proceeding as fully as coal
supplies come to hand.

HULL

The Humber market conditions do
not show any particular change, and
lack of prompt supplies restricts early
business, although forward inquiry is
very keen for all classes of fuel. The
export section remains quiet, as few
permits are granted, and present ship-
ments are restricted mainly to Govern-
ment orders. The usual coastwise
traffic moves from these docks to the
South coast, all under control and
direction, so that new orders are diffi-
cult to negotiate. Brisk inquiry con-
tinues to circulate for hunkers which
are arranged with the authorities. Coke
producers experience keen pressure for

every grade, the whole makes being
consigned to home markets.
GLASGOW
Unofficial stoppages have affected

production, while demand continues on
a good scale. Direction continues neces-
sary to ensure supplies for top priori-
ties, whose stock position is not satis-
factory. Bunker inquiries are numerous
and collieries are now reporting full
order books up to the end of the week.
Allocations to the domestic market are
maintained and open-cast supplies are
helping considerably in the stofleing
position. There is stronger inquiry for
large anthracite. Gas coke is slightly
more active.
