CIVIL AVIATION

The Control of Machines
Near Terminals

LATERAL AND VERTICAL
SEPARATION

At a Press conference held in
London yesterday, prior to the open-
ing next week of the Provisional Inter-
national Civil Aviation Organisation’s
series of discussions on and demonstra-
tions of radar and radio aids to civil
aviation, Sir Robert Watson-W att,
deputy-chairman of the Radio Board,
outlined the work before the
conference.

Sir Robert Watson-Watt said that
the C.I.R.C.A. conference held earlier
this year was the first to recognise the
need to reduce the list of radio devices
recommended for international stan-
dardisation, to he used as a short-term
measure to get world flying going on a
peacetime basis and to be developed
further to keep pace with thé increased
density and speed on the air transport
routes. When P.I.C.A.O. came to dis-
cuss what should be done in regard to
the short-term and long-term policies
they invited the two Governments
primarily concerned in the radio revo-
lutions of the last six years to take
steps to prepare for a fully informed
discussion about what should be done
in regard to international radio aids.

Following the discussions and demon-
stration now to take place in this
country, and later demonstrations in
Canada, a full meeting of P.I.C.A.O.
would he held in Montreal to draw up
plans in regard both to short-term and
long-term policies. The long-term
policy ought to work out without any
major upheaval of the short-term
policy. “ We ought now,” Sir Robert
added, 1L to he setting out on an evolu-
tionary course rather than a revolu-
tionary une, and we ought to embody
the lessons of the revolution into a
system which should be capable of a
smooth development in keeping pace
with air traffic.”

QUESTION OF VERSATILITY

Describing the objectives of the pre-
sent conference as “ R.S.V.P."—
regularity, safety, versatility and
punctuality—Sir Robert said it was
doubtful if it was yet adequately
realised that, the good weather
schedules of air transport were deter-
mined by the had weather conditions.
Versatility was a new factor for dis-
cussion and had been added, to the
other three because it was essential
both in the airport and the aircraft.
We could not afford to devise our
traffic control even for a long-distance
international airport on the basis that
the only air traffic passing near it was
scheduled traffic, for it would have to
deal with chartered and private flying
'planes. Systems had also to he devised
to allow the versatility of the individual
aircraft to be utilised, for it must not
he assumed that one particular aircraft
would spend the whole of its useful life
on one particular form of traffic.
Versatility had also to he looked for in
ground systems so as to lighten the
burden of airport equipment to the
absolute minimum.

The present demonstrations were in
the nature of old and comparatively
familiar devices and principles being
worked, almost for the first time, into
an integrated system for civil aviation.

The key to all the thinking that had
gone into the. working out of the
systems had been that satisfactory air
traffic control in the vicinity of the
terminal airport was the absolutely
vital thing to he solved. No system
would he satisfactory unless it made

the fullest possible use of the available
air space, not merely in its own zone,

but in the very long approach nones
between airports. We had to make
better use of the lateral and vertical

separations than our freedom of the
air permitted. In Europe and the
higher latitudes there was restriction
in the freedom to use the vertical
layers because icing conditions were at
low levels and flying was habitually in
or near low clouds, so that systems used
in some countries would not be effective
in European climates. Emphasis must
also he placed on developing a system
making the fullest possible use of con-
trolled lateral separation on the
approach tracks to airports. The con-
tinued increase in aircraft speeds
would complicate the airport traffic
control problem, and it might well be
that air control would have to extend
over a much bigger radius than hither-

to. It might have to he recognised
that all over Europe, the United
States, Australia and Canada there
would he a need for an automatic

reporting and cheeking system.

RADIO-POSITION FINDING

Among the apparatus on view at
Bassingbourne was the Rebecca, short
distance aid to navigation. This
operates on radar principles in con-
junction with an omni-directionaf
pulse repeating beacon, known as
Eureka. The Rebecca equipment
installed in an aircraft measure
accurately the distance from tin
Eureka beacon on the ground. Addi
tionally, Rebecca acts as a beam
approach aid when it is used with a,
ground beacon called “ Babs this js
located at the upwind end of the run-
way in use. Finding the distance and
bearing of a single Eureka from the

aircraft, and alternatively the dis-
tances of three Eureka,s from the air-
craft, were demonstrated in a Dakota
aircraft during flight. A practice
“ Babs " runway approach was made
on the aircraft’'s return to the
aerodrome.

The Gee system of radio position-
finding was also explained in detail.
Developed during the war, the system

has proved to be of inestimable value m

in the handling of large numbers of air- ,
craft, and is now widely used by R.A.F.
Transport Command. A considerable
network of stations already exists in
Europe, and particularly in the United
Kingdom. Ground stations in a Gee
chain radiate a steady succession of |
pulses which are received in the air-
craft. The time interval between the
arrival of a pulse from the central
station and a pulse from each of the
slave stations is measured on the
cathode ray indicator of the aitcraft, ¢
the lines of position generated by each
pair of stations being hyperbolae witlri

the stations a foci. These position 1
lines are printed on topographical
maps.

At a fixed test Gee set in the demon-
stration hall, | was shown cathode ray
tube readings, and later witnessed a
Gee presentation during my flight in a
Dakota aircraft. This latter presenta-
tion incorporated: tracking along a
lattice line on a Gee lattice chart from
Littleport to Stowmarket; a fix by the
Gee system on the flight to Colchester;
and a practice airfield approach and
let-down at Rivenhall aerodrome, com-
bining the above techniques.

The only long distance navigational

aid included in the Bassingbourne
demonstration was the Consol. This
aid provides facilities for aircraft oi

ships, wusing automatic transmitting
beacons on the ground and a standard
medium frequency receiver in the air-
craft or ship. The system can be used
up to distances of about 1500 miles over
the sea. and 1000 miles over land, the
observer establishing his position by
reference to two independently
operated Consol ground beacons.
Consol bearings were received at
Bassingbourne from the beacons a;t
Stavanger, now in full operation, and
Bushmills, Northern Ireland, not yet
in full operation.

APPROACH CONTROL

From a demonstration airfield con-
trol room | withessed an R..A.F. system
of controlled landing for aircraft in
poor visibility. This system ensures
all-weather operation at maximum
intensity, and can be used anywhere a
Eureka beacon can be put down. The
procedure used in this landing system
follows on quite normally from the
R.A.F. area and approach control
methods, the system being based on the
use of the following: (a) Orbit meters
to ensure accurate flying on a circular
track round the airfield; (b) 1L Babs "
for beam approach; (c) Rebecca to
operate the orbit meter and to interro-
gate “ Babs ” ; (d) Ground D/F facili-
ties; and (e) a computor to assist the
approach controller to obtain the
correct traffic pattern. Aircraft are
controlled into the final *“ Babs”
approach by completing either a direct
entry into a prescribed orbit by aright-
hand procedure turn, or a cross-over
entry into the orbit by overflying the
airfield centre and making a left-hand
pi-ocedure turn.

The Ministry of Civil Aviation’s air
traffic control scheme depending
primarily on use of Gee was
demonstrated by air traffic control
officers from the Ministry of Civil
Aviation. Six R.A.F. Transport Com-
mand aircraft were used. In  this
scheme; all traffic approaching the air-
field is required, when 50 miles away,
to report by y.H.F. R/T. to the
ground controller; each must state its
position, speed and E.T.A. at the
“ gate,” which is a point near the
airfield over which all aircraft are
required to fly if intending to land on
a given runway. The controller may
either instruct the aircraft to fly by
the most direct track to the “ gate,”
or else to fly to a specified position on
one of three Gee lattice lines radiating
from the “gate” ; in the latter case,
it must then home along that lattice

STEAMERS

War Veterans Go to Breakers

Three well-known units of the
London Midland & Scottish Railway
Company’s pre-war Clyde steamship
fleet, the paddle steamers Queen
Km,press, Duchess of Rothesay and
Eagle 111., have been sold for break-

ing up following their return from war
service, the owners having decided that
they are unsuitable for modernisation.
The Queen Empress and Duchess of
Rothesay have been sold to the Nether-

lands firm of Soheepslooperij De
Koophandel, Niemv Lekkerland, and
Eagle I1l. to Smith A Houston, Ltd.,

Fyfe Park, Glasgow.
The Queen Empress (411 tons gross,

built hv Murdoch & Murray. Ltd., in
1912) served with the Royal Navy in
both the 1914-18 and 1939-45 wars; as

a minesweeper and A.A. ship she shot
down two German aircraft off the East
Coast in 1943. The Eagle 111. (442
tons gross, built by Napier & Miller,
Ltd., in 1910) was also on active service
in both wars; during the recent conflict,
she served as a minesweeper under the
name of H.M.S. Oriole. At the evacua-
tion from Dunkirk she took 3000 troops
in a single trip, and was beached off
the dunes for 24 hours in order to
enable troops to wade out to her. The
Duchess of Rothesay (338 tons gross),
the oldest of the three ships, was built
by J. A G. Thompson, Ltd., in 1895;
she was employed as a minesweeper
ih the recent war and took part in the
evacuation from Dunkirk.

RISE IN PRICE OF ALUMINIUM

The Minister of Supply announces
that as from Monday the price of
virgin aluminium in ingot or notch
bar form will he increased from £67 to
£72 15s. per long ton delivered into
consumers’ works. The new price will
apply to metal of a purity of 99 per
cent, to 99.5 per cent., inclusive, with
premiums as follows for higher puri-
ties : Maximum, 99.6 per cent. £80 15s.
per ton ; 99.7, £84 15s.; 99.8, £89 15s;
99.9, £122 15s.; 99.99, £172 15s. This
increase in price is consequent upon
the cost of metal under the Ministry’s
Canadian contract having risen on
account of the change in the rate of
exchange.

P)CAO Code for Passenger

Craft on Scheduled Services

A new airworthiness code for
senger aeroplanes engaged on sche-
duled international air services has
been prepared by the Airworthiness
Division of the Provisional Inter-
national Civil Aviation Organisation.
The standards define the level of
safety to be employed in design-
ing aeroplanes for international trans-
portation and constitute the first
detailed code of this kind ever estab-
lished on a world-wide basis. They
were developed by the Division from
Annex G of the International Civil
Aviation Conference, 1944. and the
written comments on this annex from
eight Member States and the Inter-
national Air Transport Association.

Initially, the standards apply onlv
to passenger aircraft flying scheduled
international services. All aeroplanes
newly introduced in the classifies on
after .Tan. 1, 1951, will be required to
meet the specifications of the airworthim
ness code. Further, the standards will
be "enforced for all passenger aircraft
flying scheduled international services
after Jan. 1, 1954. The Airworthi-
ness Division, in drawing up the stan-
dards, placed the enforcement dates
sufficiently far ahead to avoid penalis-
ing current types of aeroplanes.

The standards are divided into two

pas-

parts: (i) the general procedures for
issuing and renewing certificates of
airworthiness; and (ii) technical air-

worthiness requirements. The technical
requirements are comprised of the fol-

lowing sections; General and defini-
tions, flight requirements, structural
requirements, design and construc-

tion, reciprocating engines, propellers,
power plant installation requirements,
equipment and operating limitations.
At future meetings the Airworthiness
Division will study requirements for
other types of aircraft not now included
in the ailworthiness code: passenger
aeroplanes on non-scheduled services,
cargo aeroplanes on scheduled and non-
scheduled services, private aeroplanes,
gliders and helicopters.

SALE OF U.S. SHIPS TO ITALY

Protest Against Dollar Currency

Costs

ROME, Friday
Italy is protesting against special
dollar rules imposed by the United
*States on the sale of ships which have
been allocated to Italy, it is learned in
Rome. The United States required that
the vessels are insured in dollars—mak-
ing it impossible to insure them with
any Italian firm— iW that dry dock
charges are paij in dollars, according
to Italian officials, who claim that this
places an undue burden on Italy.

Contraction in Business

THE BALTIC,
Decidedly- quieter conditions

Friday
have

prevailed in the chartering market.
So far as the United States is con-
cerned this is understandable, dne to
the strikes on the other side. As to
other trades an active demand is still

in evidence, but obviously in view of
the obscure outlook owners of free ton-
nage are naturally acting with caution,
for a prolonged hold up of American
owned tonnage would naturally have
wide repercussions.

On time charter basis the only
fixture reported is that of a large-sized
coal burner with a speed and consump-
tion of 10 knots on 46 tons for the trip
out from the West Coast United King-
dom to the Eastern Mediterranean at
15s. 9d. There are inquiries for a
September vessel of any size for
2/3/4 months’ delivery and redelivery
U.K./Cont. for pilgrim traffic between
Egypt and Levant Coast to Jeddah,
for a motorship of 425,000 bale for
delivery River Plate and redelivery
U.K./Bordeaux/Hamburg Range for
the trip across, for a vessel of 10,01X1/
12.000 tons for delivery Gulf for four
months’ full trading limits and for a
motorship or oil burner of 8000/10,000
tons for delivery U.K. or Continent
for one transatlantic round.

No business is reported in the River
Plate section, and so far as can be
ascertained the only firm inquiries are
for Belgium and Sweden. Business is
slow in developing from Brazil.

Although a large number of orders
continue to he quoted in the North
American department, there appears
no likelihood of business being arranged
from United States ports pending a
settlement of the present disputes. In
the meantime a large volume of ton-
nage continues to be directed to lift
grain and timber cargoes from Eastern
Canada to this country. A vessel of
10.000 tons for the second half of Sep-
tember is wanted for refined sugar in
bags from Havana to Piraeus, the rate
indicated being $18, while a prompt
vessel of 8500 tons is required for
lumber and lawful merchandise from
three ports North Pacific to Trieste
and Piraeus at $175,000.

LOCOMOTIVE COAL

G.W.R. Costs £2,900,000
Higher than in 1938

The cost of practically all materials
necessary for the operation of the rail-
ways has risen steeply throughout the
war, and of all materials the cost of
coal is of outstanding importance. The
railways are among the largest con-
sumers of coal in the country. In the
year 1945, owing to greater consum])-
tion and advance in prices, the cost of

locomotive coal used by the Great
Western Railway Company was
£4,700,000. Compared with 1938
this is an increase of £2,900,000, or

160 per cent., and it represents 13 per
cent, of the total expenditure incurred
on railway working in the pre-war
year.

Although the average price of loco-
motive coal per ton in 1945 was 126 per
cent, above pre-war prices, it has
increased still further in the first six
months of the present year to 151 per
cent. While the average consumption
per engine mile during 1945, as com-
pared with 1938, has risen by 24 per

cent., the average cost per mile has
increased by 181 per cent.. Oof fliis
increased cost, 24 per cent, is due to

greater consumption and 157 per cent,
to higher prices, including 31 per cent,
attributable to the higher cost of the
additional coal consumed per mile.
The main factors which have contri-
buted to the increased consumption per
mile are as follows: ‘The consumption

of coal per engine mile in 1938 was
41.27 Ib. for coaching traffic and
44.80 Ib. for goods services, giving the

average of 43.32 Ib. During the war
years the passenger train mileage had
to be progressively curtailed to enable
additional freight services to he run,
owing to the ever increasing volume of
war traffic. The transfer of a large
proportion of the engine mileage from
coaching to goods traffic at the heavier
rate of consumption quickly increased
the average consumption per mile. This
latter factor shows a small decrease in
1945 as compared with 1944, due to the
restoration of passenger services,
which, however, are still 9 per cent,
below pre-war figures, owing to short-
age of rolling stock and other causes.

Another factor which has contributed
to increased coal consumption per mile
is the inferior quality of the coal sup-

plied to the railways. The Great
Western engines were designed to
burn largely South Wales coal of the

best steaming qualities, but owing to
war conditions and the general short-
age of coal it became necessary to use
other grades of coal and even bri-
quettes, which, being of inferior
quality, involved heavier consumption
per mile and added to the difficulties
ot maintaining the engines in good
condition.

The restoration and improvement of
G.W.R. pre-war passenger train ser-
vices will inevitably entail a consider-
able increase in total coal consumption,
and in view of the high price and acute
shortage of coal the company has
followed the prudent course during the
past year in experimenting with oij-
burning locomotives. After successful
trials it has been decided to convert a
number of locomotives from coal to oil
burning.

“KNOT” AS MEASURE OF
AIRCRAFT SPEED

Caribbean Navigation Meeting

Decision

WASHINGTON, Friday
'Planes in the Caribbean region will
shortly measure their speed in knots
and distances in nautical miles under
an agreement reached by representa-
tives of 21 nations at the Caribbean
Air Navigation meeting here. It. was
announced that the delegations, includ-
ing that of Britain, have agreed to
establish a standardised schedule of
units of measurement in the Caribbean
and anticipate it will soon he applied.
Proponents of the “ English ” system
of measurement agreed to relinquish
the statute mile while supporters of the
metric system relinquished the Kkilo-
metre.—Reuter.

EX-GERMAN LINER S FIRST TROOPING

THE STRIKE OF AMERICAN SEAMEN

San Francisco, Sept. 5. — All shipping
except tankers is tied up to-day in United
States west coast ports on account of the
seamen’s strike.—Lloyd’s Acting Agent.

New York, Sept. 5—The strike of
100,000 American seamen started to-day,
officially at 5 p.m., B.S.T., but many thou-
stands walked off ships hours before the
deadline.—" The Daily Telegraph & Morn-
ing Post” Correspondent.

New York, Sept. 5—At New York and
Baltimore seamen began walking off vessels
several hours before the strike deadline. It
is estimated that 400,000 men may be
without work as a result of the seamen’s
action, and even foreign shipping may
ultimately be tied up. Exceptions to the
rail embargo are grain, soya beans, flax
seed and malt in bulk, petroleum or petro-
leum products in tank cars where these are
to be unloaded from the cars before ship-
ment overseas, coal and coke when moving
to ports, and freight consigned to the
American armed forces.— Reuter.

New' York, Sept. 5—The strike of the
American Federation of Labour merchant
seamen is expected to tie up shipping
throughout the country to-morrowT morn-
ing when picket lines are established on
piers. Members of other maritime unions
totalling 400,000 men have promised to
honour the picket lines, thereby paralysing
the ports. There are at present 238
American vessels in New York harbour
alone. The Cunard steamer VASCONIA
sailed a day ahead of schedule, but the
departure of the American turbo-electric
vessel ARGENTINA has been postponed
indefinitely. She had 512 passengers for
Queenstow'n, Southampton and Havre.
Eighty-three ships are immobilised at San
Francisco, while hundreds of others are
idle in Pacific ports.—Exchange Telegraph
Company.
