Increase in Unemployment
The .M in is try  of Labour re tu rn  of 

em ployment and unemployment shows 
th a t the number of insured persons 
registered as unemployed a t Aug. 12 
was 363,721, compared w ith  359,334 on 
J u ly  15. In  ad d ition  to  the to ta l fo r 
Aug. 12 there were 18,720 uninsured 
persons, in c lud in g  12,478 boys and 
g ir ls  under 16 who had not yet entered 
in dus try .

The to ta l w o rk ing  popu la tion  in  
Ju ly , 1946, was 20,115,000— 14,516,000 
men and 5,599,000 women. The to ta l 
w o rk ing  popu la tion  is estim ated to 
have decreased in  J u ly , 1946, by
113.000 (men 50,000, women 63,000). 
The to ta l reduction since June, 1945, 
is 1,454,000 (men 330,000 and women

The Agreement with 
America

EXEMPTION OF SHIPPING PROFITS
The te x t was published by the 

S ta tionery  Office yesterday (Cmd. 6906, 
price 2d. net) o f the Convention and 
Protocol between the U n ited K ingdom  
and the U n ited  States fo r the 
avoidance of double taxa tion  and the 
prevention of fiscal evasion w ith  
respect to taxes on income, which was 
ra tifie d  on J u ly  25. The taxes 
which are the subject of the Conven­
tion  are. in  both countries, income tax  
( inc lud ing  surtax) and excess pro fits 
tax , and in  the U n ited  K ingdom  only, 
the na tiona l defence con tribu tion . The 
position of commercial undertakings 
under the new arrangem ent is set out 
in  A rts . TIT. and TV7, of the Conven­
tion , and the provisions fo r the m utua l 
exemption of sh ipp ing pro fits  from 
ta x  are given in  A r t .  V . The te x t of 
these A rtic les  is as fo llows: —

ARTICLE I I I .
(1) A United Kingdom enterprise shall not 

be subject to United States tax in respect of 
its industrial or commercial profits unless it  
is engaged in trade or business in the United 
States through a. permanent establishment 
situated therein. I f  i t  is so engaged, United 
States tax may he imposed upon the entire 
income of such enterprise from sources within 
the United States.

(2) A United States enterprise shall not be 
subject io United Kingdom tax in respect of 
its industrial or commercial profits unless it  
is engaged in trade or business in the United 
Kingdom through a permanent establishment 
situated therein. I f  i t  is so engaged, United 
Kingdom tax may be imposed upon the entire 
income of such enterprise from sources within 
the United Kingdom : Provided that nothing 
in this paragraph shall affect any provisions 
of the law of the United Kingdom regarding 
the imposition of United Kingdom excess 
profits tax and national defence contribution 
in the case of inter-connected companies.

(3) Where an enterprise of one of the Con­
tracting Parties is engaged in trade or busi­
ness in the territory of the other Contracting 
Party through a permanent establishment 
situated therein, there shall be attributed to 
such permanent establishment the industrial 
or commercial profits which it  might be ex­
pected to derive i f  i t  were an independent 
enterprise engaged in the same or similar 
activities under the same or similar conditions 
and dealing at arm’s length with the enter­
prise of which i t  is a permanent establishment, 
and the profits so attributed shall, subject to 
the law of such other Contracting Party, be 
deemed to be income from sources within the 
territory of such other Contracting Party.

(4) In  determining the industrial or com­
mercial profits from sources within the terri­
tory cf one of the Contracting Parties of an 
enterprise of the other Contracting Party, no 
profits shall be deemed to arise from the mere 
purchase of goods or merchandise within the 
territory of the former Contracting Party by 
such enterprise.

ARTICLE IV
Where an enterprise of one of the Contract­

ing Parties, by reason of its participation in 
the management, control or capital of an 
enterprise of the other Contracting Party, 
makes with or imposes on the latter, in their 
commercial or financial relations, condTilons ‘ 
different from those which would be made with 
an independent enterprise, any profits which 
would but for those conditions have accrued to 
one of the enterprises but by reason of those 
conditions have not so accrued, may be inclu­
ded in the profits of that enterprise and taxed 
accordingly.

ARTICLE V
(1) Notw ithstanding the provisions of 

Articles I I I  and IV  of the present Convention, 
profits which an individual (other than a c iti­
zen of the United States) resident in the 
United Kingdom or a United Kingdom cor­
poration derives from operating ships docu­
mented or aircraft registered under the laws 
of the United Kingdom, shall be exempt from 
United States tax.

(2) Notwithstanding the provisions of 
Articles I I I  and IV  of the present Convention, 
profits which a. citizen of the United States 
not resident in the United Kingdom or a 
United States corporation derives from operat­
ing ships documented or aircraft registered 
under the laws of the United States, shall be 
exempt from United Kingdom tax.

(3) This Article shall be deemed to have 
superseded, on and after the first day of 
January, 1945, as to United States tax, and 
on and after the 6th day of April, 1945, as to 
United Kingdom tax, the arrangements relat­
ing to reciprocal exemption of shipping profits 
from income-tax effected between the Govern­
ment of the United States and the Government 
of the United Kingdom by exchange of Notes 
dated Aug. 11, 1924, Nov. 18, 1924, Nov. 26,
1924, Jan. 15, 1925, Feb. 13, 1925, and Mar. 16,
1925, which shall accordingly cease to have 
effect.

Chinese Accuse Dutch Authorities
SIN G A P O R E , Thursday

The Overseas Chinese Im porte rs ’ 
and E xporte rs ’ Association, in  a p e ti­
t io n  to-day to S ir F ra n k lin  Gimson, 
Governor of Singapore, accused the 
D utch au thorities  o f breaches of in te r­
national law by the alleged seizure and 
continued detention of 22 ships, “  most 
of them fly in g  the B r it is h  flag .”  The 
ships, stated to  be “  B r it is h  regis­
te red ,”  were engaged in  ba rte r trade  
w ith  Indonesian contro lled ports.

The Dutch m a in ta in  th a t the Indo­
nesians sold looted m achinery, in c lu ­
d ing some from  o il ins ta lla tions, arid 
produce, m a in ly  rubber, alleged to 
have been looted from  non-Indonesian 
estates. The Chinese Association 
denies th is , c la im ing  th a t the  Ind o ­
nesian au thorities  who con tro l the 
ports used were a de facto Government 
whose representatives had been 
offic ia lly  v is ited by Lord  K ille a rn , 
B r it is h  Special Commissioner in  South- 
East Asia. I t  was alleged th a t many 
of the ships were arrested on the high 
s»as at least five miles from  the nearest 
land.

The pe tition  asked fo r thé release of 
the detained ships and crews, com­
pensation fo r the detention o f cargoes, 
punishm ent o f t ile  D utch personnel 
responsible, and “  some form  of 
apology ”  to  the B ritish  flag. The 
seizures were reported to  have been the 
subject of discussions between the 
B r it is h  and D utch au tho rities .— 
Reuter.
