SHIPYARD LAYOUT

Replanning to Meet Needs
of Préfabrication

IMPROVEMENTS AT BARROW
AND WALKER

The shipyard of Vickers-Armstrongs
Ltd., at Barrow-in-Furness, is at pre-
sent undergoing considerable moderni-
sation with a view to making much
greater use of préfabrication methods

in shipbuilding. Altogether the
scheme is expected -to eost about
£2,250,000.

The present buildings at the head of
the berths are being removed to allow

space to bring large prefabricated
parts of ships to the slipways for
handling. These prefabricated parts

will consist mainly of bulkheads and
deck sections. A large amount of pré-
fabrication has already been carried
out at Vickers-Armstrongs in connec-
tion with the building of the new
Orient liner Orcades, the largest ship
ever to be built at Barrow, and it is
understood that it was the difficulties
experienced at the time in the handling
of the parts that led to the. decision
being taken to replan the yard. Some
of tlie shops of the yard, which are at a
distance from the head of the berths
and which are at present used for other
purposes, are to be stripped and re-
equipped for prefabricated work. A
certain amount of re-equipping on the
slipways is also to be carried out.

In addition to the work being under-
taken'at Barrow, it is understood that
Vickers-Armstrongs, Ltd., are to carry
out replanning work at their Walker
yard, Newcastle. The work will not he
on so large a scale as at Barrow, hut
it will involve the rearrangement of a
number of shops and various other
alterations.

CLOSING WARTIME SHIPYARDS

Sir M. Hodgson on Manpower
Question

From Our Own Correspondent
NEWCASTLE, Monday

Sir Mark Hodgson, general secre-
tary of the Boilermakers’ Society, in
his monthly report to members, states
that it would seem as though one of the
arguments regarding the policy of
again closing - several shipyards
reopened during the war is that
there is not sufficient labour to
keep them manned. This is very
difficult to accept, as employment
figures do not support the con-
tention. In May last year there
were over 215,000 operatives on new
and repair work in Great Britain, but
at the end of June this year the num-
ber had been reduced by some 28,000.
“ Where have those people gone?”
Sir Mark asks: “ Would not a
goodly proportion of them be available
if they were required? Besides Britain
meeting her own requirements, it is
most desirable she should build as many
vessels as possible for abroad. Every
effort should be made to retain and
utilise all facilities available.”

W ith this purpose in view, Sir Mark
urges greater interest in the training
of apprentices. Training schemes are
being prepared in co-operation with
employers to enable hoys to study
during working hours under more
favourable conditions than hitherto, he
states, but apprentices must feel
assured that at the end of it they are
not- going to he thrown on the scrap

heap and rely on future wars for
employment. A short period of
training is only fiddling with -the
problem.

TURBO-ELECTRIC TANKERS

The “ Norges Handels og Sjofarts-
tidende " reports that negotiations
regarding the disposal of the eight
turbo-electric tankers which were
bartered by the Norwegian Govern-
ment on hare-boat basis from the
United States Maritime Commission
are expected to end soon. A price of
about $14,720,000 has been mentioned
for the eight vessels, which total jbout
82,000 tons gross, and the Oslo paper
states that the Norwegian Government
has made currency available for part
payment, on condition that the owners
concerned secure charters for at least
10 years at |at least $2 per ton d.w.
The remainder of the purchase price
will have to be arranged by means of
credits in America. It is understood
that the eight vessels have been fixed
for 10-year charters at $2 per ton d.w.

NSURANCE DEBATING SOCIETY

Activities Start Again

The Insurance Debating Society,
which was formed in 1928, will recom-
mence its activities this autumn after
an enforced lapse of seven years.

Promising Outlook for
Foreign Trade

TRAMP PROSPECTS DUBIOUS

As reported in our issue of Sept. 6,
the United States Maritime Commis-
sion has received a report by its post-
war planning committee on future
policy, recommending expanding the
merchant marine active fleet to
11,000,000 tons d.w., from about
9,300,000 tons pre-war. In the course
of their report the planning committee
(as quoted by the New York “ Journal
of Commerce ") state: —

“ The outlook for vessels in foreign

trade is, on tlie whole, promising;
informed persons generally expect a
substantial increase in our dealings

with other nations, amounting perhaps

Wilhelmseto, a doubling in value and a 50 per

cent, increase in weight. If trade
increases as anticipated, and if our
vessels get half of it, we should he able
almost to double the foreign-going
fleet.

COASTWISE SHIPPING

“ Coastwise shipping was in an un-
healthy condition before the war; lack
of suitable vessels, uncertainty over
regulatory policies, unsatisfactory rate
structures, and excessive cargo hand-
ling costs make the post-war outlook for
this segment of the industry far from
promising. The amount of tonnage
able to find employment will probably

show a substantial decline over that
used before tlie war.
“ The outlook for the intercoastal

trade, while better than that for the
coastwise trade, leaves much to be
desired. The non-contiguous trades
showed a steady but consistent pre-war
growth; this growth is expected to
continue.

“ The outlook for oversea passenger
travel is good, although the situation
is complicated by a shortage of suitable
vessels and by the challenge of the
aeroplane.

“ We have a good range of vessels
with' which to resume commercial
operation. Outside of passenger ships
and a few other special types, there will
be sufficient long-range competitive
tonnage to satisfy the requirements of
most of our operators.

“ Private ownership and operation
should be encouraged to the fullest
extent; however, thf' " vernme«f

the Government fleet. Charter rates,
so far as the law allows, should be fixed
at levels which will put the American
operator in a position of parity (or as
near parity as possible) in relation to
foreign-flag competitors.

“ It is not believed that we should
suhsidise vessels to engage in trade
between foreign countries.

“ In addition to vessels maintained
under domestic registry, American
companies and their affiliate» also
operate substantial fleets under foreign
flags. It would increase the stature of
United States shipping if some of these
foreign-flag operations could be handled
with American vessels. However, there
have been strong reasons for the use of
alien vessels in the past and these
reasons mpresumably will apply with
equal, if not greater, force in the
future.

“ The Government has been asked to
assist in the rehabilitation of the Great
Lakes package-freight trade. Lakes
interests have also asked for assistance
in the restoration of miscellaneous ser-
vices, services to Canada and services
to Europe. There appears to be little
tha( can be done, under the law, to
meet the needs of these trades.

BUILDING COSTS

“ Vessels engaged in foreign trade
are eligible for subsidies sufficient to
overcome the higher costs of building
and operating ships under the Ameri-
can flag. It normally costs from 50 to
100 per cent, more to build ships in
the United States than it does abroad,
and it costs about 50 per cent, more to
operate them under our laws. There
does not seem to be any immediate
prospect of overcoming these differen-

tials. Subsidies (building and oper-
ating combined) averaged about
$25,000,000 a year before the war.

They should not exceed $50,000,000 a
year postwar.

“ The Government has hitherto, with
one exception, followed a policy of not
subsidising more than one line in a
trade. However, to assure adequate
service in each trade route and to main-
tain a merchant marine sufficient to
meet the needs of defence, it may be
necessary to modify this policy.

" “ Much has been done during the
last few years to improve the con-
ditions of labour on board American
vessels. Much remains to be done.
Benefits comparable to those enjoyed
by members of the armed forces should
be provided for war-service seamen and
their dependants; agencies dealing
with maritime labour should he con-
solidated, so far as practicable, under a

single head; collective bargaining
should be strengthened and improved;
there should be a general revision
of the laws affecting seamen; the

seamen should be expanded.”
Regarding insurance the report
states: “ The American marine in-
surance market, is now firmly estab-
lished. The competitive position of the
American market naturally improves
as additional business is made available

to it. Among the sources from which
additional business may be obtained
are self-insured vessels, foreign-flag

vessels and reinsurance.

“ The conference system, open to the
ships of all nations and subject to
Government scrutiny, seems to he the
best means yet evolved for the control
of rates and practices.

“ There is a legitimate place for
freight forwarders in the international

shipping picture. However, certain
practices which have crept into the
industry should be eliminated. More-

over, forwarders should be induced, if
possible, to give a greater proportion
of their business to American vessels.

“ There is room for a vast improve-
ment in the handling of cargo. The
modern merchant marine with which
we have emerged from the war calls
for a new technique both on the dock
and in the hold of the vessel.

“ The aeroplane will cut heavily into
carriage of mail and passengers, but it
is not likply to threaten cargo revenues.
Shipping companies, under an inter-
pretation of the law by the Civil Aero-
nautics Board, are not allowed to
operate aircraft. The public interest
would seem to require that applica-
tions for oversea flying routes be
handled strictly on their merits, with-
out regard to the fact that an appli-
cant may, or may not, operate ships.

“ War-built vessels which cannot be
used in the active fleet, or sold abroad,
should be held in reserve for possible

use in another emergency; over-age
vessels should be scrapped. Surplus
vessels, according to present indica-

tions, will aggregate at least 25,000,000
tons.

“ The merchant shipbuilding indus-
try, which achieved a wartime capacity
of 25.000,000 tons a year, is now in the
throes of demobilisation. It is not
likely that more than 10 or 15 per cent,
of existing facilities will be able to find
employment on a permanent basis.
Some Government-owned yards should
he preserved as a defence precaution.
It will be to the interest not only of
the shipbuilding industry but of the
country as a whole if our future re-
quirements for vessels are met in a
more orderly manner than has been

® " in the past.”

MERSEYSIDE DOCKERS

Decision Noi to Break Away from
Unon

From Our Own Correspondent
LIVERPOOL, Monday

The motion that Liverpool dockers
should not break away from the Trans-
port and General Workers’ Union was
supported practically unanimously by
over 1000 dockers who attended a mass
meeting at Liverpool Stadium on Sun-
day night called by the Merseyside
Area Dockers’ Welfare Committee.
Less than half a dozen dockers voted
in favour of a break-away from the
union.

The chairman of the committee
which organised the _meeting, Mr.
Frank Campbell, who is to appear
with 28 other Merseyside dockers
before a disciplinary committee of the
Transport and General Workers’ Union
at Transport House, Islington, to-
morrow and Wednesday, said that
politics had no part in the meeting.
The welfare committee had worked
hard behind the scenes to fight for
better conditions on the docks and
against redundancy. “ The only time
I shall he satisfied is when 1 see a Royal
Commission set up to look into the
affairs and administration of the
Transport and General Workers’
Union." Tlip dockers, he maintained,
had paid into an organisation which
had lost complete touch with the rank
and file.

Mr. P. Callahan, who is also to
appear before the disciplinary com-
mittee, said lie was absolutely opposed
to any break-away from the Transport
and General Workers’ Union, and
emphasised they must have a strong
union. “ Whatever you do,” he told
the meeting, “ do not split your ranks.
Don’'t be misguided by the reactionary
gang.”

Mr. Campbell informed the meeting
that they would he acquainted with

the result and happenings at the
inquiry.
An official of the Transport and

General Workers’ Union informed me
to-day that the inquiry would be held
in private and the Press would not he
permitted to attend. A statement may
be made to the Press at the conclusion.

The following statement was issued
yesterday by the Employers’ Associa-
tion of the Port of Liverpool:—

“ Reports have appeared in the
Press regarding the possibility of a
break-away union being formed among
the dockers. This quarrel, if there be
a quarrel, is a domestic one among the
dockers themselves. The employers
are not a party to any dissatisfaction
within the union membership with the
conduct of their own organisation.
The employers want and have always
advocated and assisted a strong union
empowered to enforce agreements
negotiated between the authorised
representatives of the employers and
employees for the proper and efficient
running of the industry,”

No Contraction in Demand

By Our Own Correspondent
THE BALTIC, Monday

Although business shows no expan-
sion a large number of orders continue
to be circulated. In the homeward
section interest is mainly centred in.
some of the grain trades, with Ameri-
can tonnage reported fixed for oats
from the St. Lawrence to Antwerp. On
time charter basis there are no reports
of any further fixtures having been
concluded, although it is known that-
more tonnage is under offer. Quiet
conditions prevail in the outward sec-
tion, but a small prompt ship has
been fixed for coal from Blyth to
Huelva at 22s. 6d.

The River Plate section remains
quiet. There ado prospects of
further business being completed to the
near Continental ports. Tentative in-
quiries are quoting for some of the
Scandinavian countries. A miscel-
laneous demand is still in evidence from
Brazil, and ore and nitrate cargoes are
offering from Chile.

In the North American department
the continuance of labour troubles is
holding up business from United States
ports, although numerous orders con-
tinue to be quoted for coal, grain and
miscellaneous cargoes. Two large
American vessels are, reported to have
been fixed for oats from the St. Law-
rence to Antwerp at $14, and there
are inquiries for a similar cargo to
Rotterdam. Further vessels are
required for sugar from Cuba, and a
prompt steamer of about 8500 tons is
wanted for lumber and lawful mer-
chandise from three ports North Pacific

to Trieste and Piraeus, the rate indi-
cated being, $175,000.
There is a maintenance of the

inquiry for copra from the Philippines,
and September and October space is
wanted for chrome concentrates from
Noumea to Baltimore. Ore cargoes are
offering from Vizagapatam to
American Northern Range, and
further vessels are required for coal
from Durban. An October vessel of
any size is required for petroleum coke
from Bahrein Island to West Italy at
the unchanged rate of $12 f.i.o., and
salt and phosphate continues to be
offered from the Red Sea ports. A
medium-sized steamer has been char-
tered for phosphate from Sfax to Ham-
burg at 38s., and further tonnage
might be worked for similar cargoes
from Casablanca or Saffi to Australia.

ANGLO-ARGENTINE TRADE

Trade Missions. The signing”® of the

(2) Agreement on the method by which
Britain will obtain and pay for Argen-
tine meat, hut not the price, which
will be fixed later. (3) A joint Anglo-
Argentine Board will exploit the
British-owned Argentine railways in
accordance with plans which will be
made later. This information was given
by Sir W ilfrid Eady to reporters at the
cocktail party at which Senor Miguel
Miranda (leader of the Argentine dele-
gation) entertained the British Mission
following the announcement that
“ complete agreement” had been
reached.—Reuter. '

PLUTO ” RECOVERY HITCH

Pipeline Severed

From Our Own Correspondent
SOUTHAMPTON, Monday

Salvage operations on the Pluto
petrol pipeline from the Tsle of Wight
to Cherbourg started last week by the
cable ship Empire Ridley have been
temporarily held up. Early yesterday
morning the Empire, Ridley was
hauling in the pipeline some 14 miles
from Sandown Bay when she was
caught by a stiff breeze and heavy
swell. The stern Swung round, and the
pipeline running over the vessel's bows
came into contact with a plate, which
severed it like a knife.

The severed end will have to be
recovered before operations can be
resumed. The Empire Ridley returned
to Southampton for attention to the
plate which cut the pipeline.

STOKERS IN ADMIRALTY
DOCKYARDS

Claim for Enhanced Rates

Rejected

A dispute between the trade union
and official sides of the Shipbuilding
Trade Joint Council for Government
Departments concerning the hours and
rates of pay of stokers working shifts
in Admiralty dockyards was brought
before the Industrial Court recently,
when an award was made against
the former, who claimed that the men
concerned (about 50, employed in
generating stations supplying elec-
trical power in the dockyards) should
be paid the enhanced rates laid down
by the Admiralty for their industrial
grades (ordinary time rate for the
first shift and time and a third for
the second and third shifts, with time
and a half for each hour in excess of
the shift hours arranged).

The claimants referred to Industrial
Court Award No. 2015 (July 9, 1945),
which dealt with the rates of pay of
stokers employed at the Ro.val Naval
Propellant Factory, Caerwent, and
submitted that the terms of that award
should be made applicable to the stokers
concerned in the present instance.
The official side of the Council sub
mitted that the circumstances obtain
ing at Caerwent were peculiar to that
establishment and that the factors upon
which Award No. 2015 was founded did
not apply in the Royal Dockyards;
further, that the system of payment
claimed by the Union was not appli-

cable in that the stokers concerned
did not “ normally work ordinary
working hours,” and that their em-
ployment on shift work was not
“ exceptional.”

In awarding against the claim, the

Court found that the men concerned
were shift workers, to whom the pro-
visions of Admiralty Cash Duty
Instruction Section C, in respect of
workpeople employed on shift for atten-
dance in electrical generating stations
or attending motor generators (under
which tlie men concerned were then
paid) were properly applicable.

PANAMA CANAL PILOTAGE

Authorities Reconsidering Revised
Regulations

CRISTOBAL, CANAL ZONE.

As a result of a protest on behalf
of shipping interests tile Panama Cana]
authorities are reconsidering certain

aspects of the increased pilotage
charges given in Supplement 25 to

Pilotage charges when the cargo,
passengers or cargo handled is in
excess of the limits permitted under
the regulations are being studied by
the canal authorities, with a view to
co-ordination with charges for related
items such as wharfage, moorings, Acl.
subject to similar limitations. Further
study is also being given to the ques-
tion of the number of passengers and
guantity of mail which can be accepted
without incurring additional pilotage
charges.

SHIP SURGERY ON A NORMANDY
CASUALTY

Trials of the “ Treworlas ”

The motorship Treworlas (ex Har-
par/us), for which a new forepart lias
been built by tlie Shipbuilding Cor-
poration, Ltd., Walker-on-Tvne, has
been on trials off the Tyne. The after-
part of tlie Ilarpapus, acasualty on tlie
Normandy beaches, was towed to tlie
Tyne in November, 1944. The new
forepart was built by the Shipbuilding
Corporation and afterwards floated
down the river to tlie Wallsend dock of
Swan, Hunter. & Wigham Richardson,

Ltd., where it was joined to the salved
afterpart. Tlie new forward end was
190 ft. long, contained two holds, and

weighed 1500 tons. The Treworlas was
built on the Wear by William Doxford
& Sons, Ltd., in 1942. She is now
owned by 'the Haiti Steamship Com-
pany. Ltd., London.

NEWCASTLE

A very firm tone is maintained,
though gale conditions over the week-
end tended to delay shipping, so that
dispatch shows some temporary irregu-
larity. Prompt business remains
restricted because of the shortage of
supplies, but there is sustained forward
inquiry, with emphasis on all classes
of industrial and utility fuels. More
interest is shown in ordinary patent
oven and gas cokes for domestic use.
All  bunkers continue in keenest
demand and in short supply.

HULL

There is still a keen demand for all
classes and collieries’ commitments
are heavy. The amount of coal avail-
able to meetthese inquiries is extremely
limited. Exports are kept within
narrow limits .and are mainly
restricted to official orders. There is
a regular coastwise trade under direc-

tion. Bunkering is active and more
inquiries are circulating for early
delivery.

MERSEY

The bunker market continues with a
quiet tone; shipments of South Wales
fuel are moderate, and several owners
desire to replenish coals at other ports.
The export section continues difficult,
while shippers have good inquiries. All
high grade fuels are heavily directed
for inland purposes, and cokes continue
firm at late quotations.

GLASGOW

Pressure generally appears to he
hardening for all classes of fuel and
new business is difficult to place.
Bunker inquiry is good and collieries
appear to be well hooked for this week.
Domestic depots are carrying fair
stocks, and it is reported that con-
sumers have more or less their alloca-
tion. Top priorities, such as utilities,
still require maxirmfm tonnages and no
abatement in this respect can now he
expected.
