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About the exhibition

I am a visual artist. What inspires me is nature, stories and situations. I show them in my
personal way in figurative art. The usual heroes of my works are fantastic creatures that
combine features of humans and animals. The works speak about emotions, feelings and
actions. Commenting, pointing out the significant parts, make the structure of the pictures.
Portraits are usually erased, depicted faces: animalistic. They derive from the former cre-
ations of mine, in which I used to depict creatures in beak-like masks. Loosing the portrait
lets me concentrate the work on actions, states and emotions as so in the universal way, not
limited to the portrayed person.
I work mostly in printmaking techniques and illustration - the set of works I chose comes
from the years 2015-2021, and is chosen to show a wider view of my art in various tech-
niques - also of works depicting more human-like characters.

The individual exibition ,De la Naturaleza” [Spanish: ,From Nature”] shows works
of Barbara Leszczynska, Polish graphic artist. The set chosen by the author, consists of 18
works: 16 graphic prints and 2 illustrations. Some of them have their premiere at Quart Jove.
Artist's main mediums are graphic printmaking and illustration. The techniques in which
she created works exhibited in this set are: linocut - both black and white and colour one,
created in the Picasso method (reduced matrix); intaglio, among which she presents prints
done using photopolymer film matrix, dry point and eco print; lithography, and illustrative
mixed technique.

All the works in this set are based on the original ideas of Barbara El / Leszczynska.
